1 Grantees must comply with the standards
applicable to this funding source cited in the Texas
Administrative Code (1 TAC Chapter 3), and all
statues, requirements, and guidelines, consult the
Guide to Grants and the Grantee Conditions and
Responsibilities

1 Uniform Crime Reports

1 Applicants operating a LE agency must be current
on reporting Part 1 violent crime data to Texas DPS
for inclusion in the annual UCR. To be considered
eligible for funding, applicants must have
submitted a full 12 months of accurate data to DPS
for the most recent calendar year




1 Criminal History Reporting

1 The county in which the applicant is located must
have a 90% average on both adult and juvenile
criminal history dispositions reported to DPS
between 2011 and 2015

1 Immigration and Customs Enforcement

1 Requirement pertaining to full compliance with
DHS detainer requests applies to all municipal or
county governments that operates a subdivision or
department that detains individuals after arrest for
a criminal violation.

GVA/VOCA



f/General Victim Services provide
direct services to victims of crime,
with the goal of speeding their
recovery and aiding them through
the criminal justice process.




These projects are typically the primary
grant for service providersBUTz
eligible organizations may also apply for
additional grants under the other
purpose areas







1 These projects are eligible for funding for expanded
housing and services, but only organizations that
offer or will offer extensive services are eligible

These projects must be applied for SEPARATELY
from a General Services project



i These projects should focus on a victoentered,
trauma-informed approach to providing
transitional housing services that improve the well
being and stability of adult survivors of domestic
violence, sexual assault, dating violence, stalking
and/or human trafficking

1 In addition to providing survivors with basic shelter
needsz the project must also provide direct service
supports such as counseling, case management,
and parenting classes to support survivors




1 Per CJD, transitional housing is defined ason
emergency housing that may last forB months
1 Residents must have their own private living space

1 May include apartments, rooms in a house or other
arrangements

1 Communal living areas such as kitchens or living
space is allowed

1 Residents may NOT be required to share all spaces

1 The project provides for reasonable safety and
privacy needed and shall offer necessary furniture
and equipment



il Special organizational eligibility
1 Applications must be submitted by rape crisis

centers, emergency shelters and other rprofit,
non-governmental organizations or tribal programs
(e.g. transitional housing) with a primary focus on
providing direct supportive services to domestic
violence, sexual assault, and human trafficking
victims/survivors

1 Applicants must have existing facilities that already
serve as transitional housing or can easily be
converted to such purposes, or be prepared to lease
apartments under the agency



Special organizational eligibility

Agencies must have a record of effectiveness with
CJD

This grant will not finance the purchase of property,
renovations or other capital expenses
